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ART EDUCATION (BSED)
 Program Overview
The Art Education program at Columbus State University provides
pre-service teachers a solid knowledge base emphasizing pedagogy,
curriculum content, and assessment consistent with the national, state,
and local standards and goals. In the first two years, students complete
studies that establish eligibility for admission to teacher education. This
is followed by a sequence of campus and field-based courses culminating
in the student teaching semester during the senior year.

All educator preparation programs are approved by the Georgia
Professional Standards Commission. The CSU Department of Art is
accredited by the National Association of Schools of Art and Design
(NASAD).

In addition to the degree requirements, there are further requirements
for teaching certification.

Career Opportunities
While the Bachelor of Science in Education in Art Education  (BSEd)
program primarily prepares students to work as P-12 teachers, they
may also choose to pursue a wide variety of careers and leadership
opportunities in the arts, or apply to graduate degree programs in the arts
such as the MEd.

The preparation of elementary, middle, and secondary school teachers
in Art Education is accomplished through the joint efforts of the College
of Education and Health Professions and the Department of Art. Teacher
education programs, typically, are closely structured; therefore, students
should select a teaching field early in their academic career and follow
the appropriate curriculum after declaring a major.
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
